Clean Technology
The UK’s transition to a low carbon economy presents a wide range of opportunities to businesses within the Clean Technology sector. Not only will it change the industrial landscape of the country but it will also impact on the supply chains of businesses and the way we live and work. 

Nottingham is at the forefront of the UK’s Clean Technology sector with a breadth of globally focused companies based here, world class research capabilities at its two universities and an extensive talent pool and skilled workforce. 

Our industrial and research capabilities lie in sectors including carbon capture and storage, low energy buildings, energy storage, bio energy, smart grids, renewable energy. 

The University of Nottingham and Nottingham Trent University are engaged in some of the highest level research in the clean technology field. Nottingham is a national centre of excellence for biomass and solar technology development alongside biofuels, sustainable building design, photovoltaic’s, thermal systems and building fabrics amongst others.

But the city's prominence in this critical field is also driven commercially through the presence of major businesses like energy giant E.on, Chinook Sciences, Rolls Royce and Romax Technology - acknowledged as a world leader in the development of efficient power transmission systems.

Life Sciences
Many locations claim a stake in one of the most important fields of modern science. But few have Nottingham's Life Sciences heritage: this is the place where Ibuprofen was discovered by Boots' Stewart Adams and where Sir Peter Mansfield invented the MRI scanner.

Nottingham’s two universities provide a world-class collaborative environment in areas including drug discovery, cancer research and most recently the University of Nottingham announced a £12m collaboration with GSK for research into sustainable chemistry.
The City’s tradition of research-led scientific discovery is embodied in the consistent stream of spin-out businesses from the University of Nottingham - one of the Russell Group of top research institutions.
Many of those spin-outs work in advanced drug discovery and development, medical technologies and associated support activities at BioCity Nottingham - one of the largest life sciences business incubators in Europe.

Pharmaceutical discovery was a key part of Nottingham's industrial past. In an era where 'Big Pharma' is increasingly looking to outsource, that heritage has been harnessed to make Nottingham a leading location for small research organisations to global pharmaceutical companies alike in areas from R&D to market delivery.

Digital Content
Digital technology and digital content industry is thriving in Nottingham. There is a wealth of businesses employing over 6,000 people in the city, where a tradition of network television production for both ITV and BBC and recognised centres for training (such as Nottingham Trent University) have nurtured specialist skills in video, film and photography, music and publishing, radio and TV.

Beyond these creative skillsets, the city is also a centre for software development across fields such as computer gaming and data analytics. Here, programming has combined with analytical skills in businesses such as Experian, Capital One, Ikano Bank and Esendex, and fast-growing companies which started life as corporate spin-outs, such as TDX Group and HD Decisions.

Both of the city's universities deliver highly sought after graduates with relevant technical and analytical skills, with Digital Content businesses supported further by the presence of Antenna, the digital media hub renowned for its TV, documentary and feature film post production facilities.

Antenna is also at the heart of one of the sector's single most important development in years: the launch of Nottingham's Creative Quarter, which aims to make Nottingham the most

Advanced Engineering
For much of the 20th century, Nottingham was one of the great manufacturing cities of the Midlands through its textiles and engineering industries. While some of the names which once defined the sector have gone, manufacturing has evolved into new forms: today, Nottingham is home to a range of innovative traditional engineering businesses, high tech companies and scientific support.

With world class expertise in areas including automotive, aerospace and engineering, Nottingham is a driving force in the UK’s engineering sector. With manufacturing accounting for around a quarter of the region's economic output, there are a number of supply chain companies based in and around Nottingham fuelled by the presence nearby of industrial giants like Rolls-Royce, Bombardier, and Toyota.
Their relentless drive to invest in R&D has resulted in the growth of high-end research work for the aerospace industry at the University of Nottingham, which has long-term relationships with industry giants such as Boeing and Airbus. 
The city has also seen the emergence of vibrant small and medium enterprises offering expertise in highly specialised fields and high levels of agility and flexibility. Businesses such as Romax Technologies - are recognised as a world leader in R&D for transmission technologies for applications ranging from automotive to energy.

· Manufacturing accounts for more than 76,000 jobs, 14% of the overall workforce, in the Nottingham city region
· Key disciplines include aerospace, automotive, component manufacturing, food and drink, consumer goods and pharmaceuticals. There is significant cross-over into Low Carbon Technologies as the drive to make manufacturing more sustainable continues

Logistics
Close to the centre of England, there isn't much you can't reach from Nottingham. With more than 2.6 million people within an hour's drive and 74% of the UK population within four hours, it's easy to see the region is a strategically important logistics hub

No surprise, then, to find that at a time when provincial property markets have struggled, a series of major logistics landmarks have risen out of the ground alongside the M1 corridor that runs through Nottinghamshire and Derbyshire.

They include Marks & Spencer's 1 million square foot, railhead-connected fulfilment centre employing 1,000 people; a 480,000sq ft distribution centre for Co-Operative Food employing 900 people; a new regional home delivery centre for Asda Walmart employing 600 people; a new facility for third-party logistics specialist Menlo; a new £20m facility for healthcare distribution business UDG.

All have taken advantage of locations where key stretches of the UK's strategic road network come together: besides the M1 motorway, the A1, A38 and A46 all run though Nottinghamshire, putting huge commercial and consumer markets on your doorstep.

With good geography, great connections and a concentration of large-scale facilities comes relevant workforce skills for an industry that has fuelled demand for pickers, drivers and administrative and clerical management.

Some see logistics as an industry of lights-off automation. But the drive to stay flexible means such facilities are the exception rather than the rule, and Nottinghamshire's central location, strategic links and workforce skills mean logistics is an industry set to grow.

Financial and Business Services

Of national calibre and with niche specialisms in knowledge-intensive analytics and intellectual property, Nottingham's Financial and Business Services Sector spans a range of activities including banking, accountancy and legal and - most significantly  IT and data services. Key employers in the sector include Experian, Capital One, KPMG, Deloitte, Ikano Bank, Browne Jacobson and Geldards.
The sector employs more than 86,000 people in Nottingham, 16.5% of the city's total workforce. Of those, 12.8% work in IT and data services, with accountancy and law totalling 13.2% of the FBS workforce.
Businesses based in the city benefit from the presence of two business and law schools of national standing, drawing in high calibre graduates. More than 6,500 students at Nottingham Trent University and the University of Nottingham study subject areas such as business, law and IT.
Nottingham has a long standing and growing presence in back office activities with 20,000 people employed in disciplines such as finance, HR, IT and customer services. Employers include Virgin Media, Vodafone, Specsavers, BT, Eon, Capita IT services and HMRC.

Retail and Leisure

In the words of fashion entrepreneur Tom Joules, Nottingham is "the perfect place to be" for retailers. Nottingham is a retail and leisure destination of national standing, its consumer economy ranked fifth biggest outside London for annual spend. 
With an industry heritage which spans the national and international chain store retailing of Boots, the unique high fashion of Sir Paul Smith and a rich artistic and cultural history, retail and leisure in Nottingham became intertwined long before economic and technological challenges forced change on other towns and cities.
A youthful and affluent hinterland along with the presence of students from two major universities underpins the city's consumer spending power. The result is that it supports two shopping centres, designer boutiques in historic locations, an independent retail quarter in Hockley and leisure-led destinations like The Cornerhouse.
High-calibre restaurants and cafes are also present, ranging from upmarket chains like Carluccio's and Jamie's Italian to fine dining restaurants like Hart's and World Service and the Michelin-starred Sat Bains.
The city's status as a visitor destination is underpinned by a series of attractions - Nottingham Castle and its historic association with both Robin Hood and the English Civil War; the Galleries of Justice museum; the nationally-renowned Nottingham Contemporary art gallery. The evening economy is supported by artistic treasures like Nottingham Playhouse and the Theatre Royal, the Royal Concert Hall, the independent Broadway cinema, and the Capital FM Arena - a feature destination for UK tours by international artists.
Nottingham's sporting status is also a substantial draw. Home to the oldest professional football club Notts County, and the legendary Nottingham Forest, it is also a fixture on the international cricket calendar thanks to Trent Bridge Cricket Ground - acknowledged as one of premier stadiums in the game.

Despite the challenges faced by the retail economy, Nottingham has maintained its status as a national destination. With plans in the pipeline for major enhancement of its two shopping centres, the city's retail and leisure economy is well-placed to capitalise on economic recovery.

Food and Drink
Whether it’s high-volume production, craft brewing or fine food of local provenance, Nottinghamshire has more than just a cultural heritage to call on in the food and drink industry.
Its commitment to supporting another growth area of the local economy is embodied in Southglade Food Park, a purpose-built and developed centre for the development of food industry businesses which offers a successful mix of specially designed food grade premises, product development kitchens and expert support.
Food and drink industry businesses inside and outside Southglade are able to tap into key industry support through organisations like the Food & Drink Forum and the Food  Drink iNet (innovation network), which seek to help businesses develop sources of competitive advantage by advising on innovation and technology, learning and skills, and sales and marketing.
Nottinghamshire also has a strong international scientific reputation in the food and drink world. Both the University of Nottingham and Nottingham Trent University have leading centres for study and research into food sciences, brewing sciences, plant and crop sciences and the first new purpose-built School of Veterinary Medicine and Science to open in the UK for more than 50 years.

Nottingham is committed to supporting businesses in the city – the Nottingham Prospectus is a range of financial and business support packages to ensure businesses based here are able to grow, diversify and invest in new technologies. 

Finance - Nottingham offers inward investors and growing businesses a substantial portfolio of financial support and incentives including:
· £40 million Nottingham Investment Fund, a venture capital fund aimed at established or early stage growth companies which will invest sums of £100,000 to £5 million on commercial terms in the city and county

· £10 million Nottingham Technology Grant Fund, a £ grant fund for life sciences, digital content and clean technology companies looking to expand or exploit their technology

· £1 million Creative Quarter Loan Fund, a loan fund providing loans up to £25,000 to start-up or existing businesses within Nottingham’s new Creative Quarter

· £26 million Growing Places Fund, a fund managed by our partners at D2N2, the Local Enterprise Partnership, to help invest in infrastructure which might unlock development

· £5 million Unlocking Investment for Growth Fund, a fund also managed by D2N2 providing match-funded capital investment for businesses in growth sectors

· The Growth 100 Programme, where Nottingham City Council and the University of Nottingham will offer a tailored package of support worth £5,000 each to 100 small firms with identifiable growth potential

Business rate incentives are available for sites in both the Nottingham Enterprise Zone and the Nottingham Creative Quarter. 

Recruitment support - the Invest in Nottingham team is on hand throughout your recruitment programme, offering support including:

· The Employer Hub: a free recruitment service where a dedicated account team will develop tailored support, advertise your vacancies, pre-screen potential candidates, identify any pre-employment training needs and provide facilities for interviews. Its clients already include the likes of Eon, Alstom, Carillion and Asda.
· The Nottingham Jobs Fund: can contribute up to 50% (to a ceiling of £5,000) of the Minimum Wage of a placement with an employer while also funding training. 
· Nottinghamshire Apprenticeship Hub: can identify the best way to make an apprenticeship work for your business, support recruitment, promote vacancies, identify the appropriate apprenticeship trainer, and identify relevant financial support - such as The Nottinghamshire Apprenticeship Grant (£1,000-£2,300); the Apprenticeship Grant for Employers, AGE, which its pitched at apprentices aged 16-24 and offers conditional grants up to £1,500
NOTTINGHAM ENTERPRISE ZONE
Unveiled by Prime Minister David Cameron, the Nottingham Enterprise Zone offers qualifying businesses:

· Reduced business rates

· Simplified planning procedures

· Superfast broadband

· Tailored inward investment support

It comprises 58 hectares of land spread across four sites, all within reach of the Nottingham ring road, mainline rail connections, the M1 and East Midlands Airport.
Boots Campus – The Enterprise Zone is centred on surplus land at the Alliance Boots campus, opening up the prospect of businesses co-locating alongside one of the biggest names in global pharmaceuticals and health & beauty. This provides clear opportunities for businesses in complementary sectors to expand their supply chain and customer base. The Boots Campus offers a range of property options from incubator facilities through to sites for businesses large and small. It is also close to the University of Nottingham and Nottingham Trent University, renowned for their research work in pharmaceuticals, oncology and clinical technology.
Beeston Business Park – Not far from the Boots Campus, this new development is undergoing £40 million of investment and provides office and industrial space ranging from 100 to 900,000 square feet. It is close to Beeston Train Station, which offers links to London, Birmingham and Manchester, while the presence of businesses like Siemens, SMS Technologies and ATOS Origin suggests it is a strong location for ICT businesses.
Nottingham Science Park – Nottingham Science Park not only has an eye-catching, award-winning sustainable building at its heart, it is also home to technology-led companies, such as China’s Changan Automotive, and the renewable energy business Chinook Sciences. The site offers design & build opportunities from 20,000 square feet upwards and will benefit from a direct tram link to Nottingham Railway Station. It is opposite the University of Nottingham’s main campus, itself a nationally-renowned centre for low carbon technology R&D.
Nottingham MediPark – The MediPark is a proposal for a 3.5 hectare medical science park co-located next to Nottingham University Hospital, one of the finest teaching hospitals in Europe and the only one in the UK to have three successful Biomedical Research Units (in gastroenterology, hearing and respiratory medicine). Sited within the hospital envelope, the MediPark should prove particularly attractive to medical science businesses.
CREATIVE QUARTER
Nottingham’s Creative Quarter has been hailed by European Commission Vice President Antonio Tajani as “a model for the third industrial revolution”. Centred on the city’s historic Lace Market, it has used Nottingham’s heritage in design and innovation as the basis for a concerted effort to identify, nurture and grow a new generation of creative and knowledge entrepreneurs who have begun to emerge in the city.

The centrepiece of the £60 million City Deal programme awarded to Nottingham by the UK Government, the Creative Quarter is supported by investment in digital infrastructure, specialist loan and grant funds, and a range of targeted support including skills development.
The Creative Quarter covers parts of the city which are already home to the financial services software business TDX Group, the computer games developer Crytek, the creative industries hub Antenna, the nationally-renowned cinema and digital production centre Broadway, and BioCity – one of the largest life sciences business incubators in Europe.

But it is also home to a thriving community of small-scale artistic, design and digital content businesses, supported by independent shops, bars and restaurants based in a part of the city known for its distinctive cultural feel.

The Creative Quarter has already enjoyed early success, with the London-based digital app publisher ICN moving to the city on the basis of the support available.
NOTTINGHAM WORKFORCE

One of the single most important factors underpinning Nottingham’s unrivalled potential as a location for business growth is a massive investment in transport and technology infrastructure.

Unique to Nottingham, nearly £800 million is currently being invested in the creation of an integrated transport network intended to enable the swift movement of people and goods inside the city and onwards to key transport links with national and international connections.
The infrastructure investments, all of which are now underway, include:

· The expansion of Nottingham’s award-winning light rapid transit tram network  from one line to three, connecting key commercial, academic and population centres

· The widening of a A453 into a four-lane high-speed link between the city, the M1 motorway and East Midlands Airport – second only to Heathrow for the amount of cargo it handles

· The transformation of Nottingham Railway Station into a multi-modal transport interchange which connects rail, road and tram. The station has a direct link to London St Pancras International, connecting Nottingham to the heart of Europe through Eurostar.

The county already has some of the most effective east-west and north-south road networks in the country, with both  the M1 and A1 connecting Nottinghamshire to London and the M4 corridor and the East of England. The A38 and the MARR [Mansfield-Ashfield Regeneration Route] also provide swift access to Birmingham and the West Midlands, while the widened A46 connects the M1 and the A1 via Newark.

In another acknowledgement of Nottingham’s strategic importance to the East Midlands economy, the Government has also announced that the city suburb of Toton will be the home of the main regional station for the proposed HS2 rail link. Close to the city’s expanded tram network it is expected to provide significant opportunities for commercial and residential expansion.
Finally, Nottingham has advanced plans to exploit a number of key connectivity assets to drive an ultra high-speed broadband network, delivering the data transmission speeds required by existing and next generation businesses

· Ningbo
As a historical port city for foreign trade, Ningbo became one of the three ports for foreign trade in China as early as the 7th century. Ningbo is a major exporter of electrical products, textiles, food, and industrial tools and also has economic and technical development zones to encourage industries such as Chemicals Production and Processing, Biotechnology/Pharmaceuticals, Raw Material Processing, Research and Development. 

In 2004 the University of Nottingham became the first foreign university to open its doors in China with the launch of a campus in Ningbo. Soon after, Nottingham City Council signed a sister city agreement with Ningbo which resulted in additional links being forged between Nottingham and Ningbo primary schools.
